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	Agency of the Quarter

This month we will feature the New Boston Tracking Station as our “Agency of the Quarter.”

We said, “Congratulations on your retirement!” to Lieutenant Colonel Kevin Reistag of the New Boston Tracking Station and welcomed Lieutenant Colonel Clark H. Risner as the new commander.  Jessica O’Meara, Vice President, and Marlene Littlefield, Treasurer, represented the NHFEA at the Change-of-Command ceremony and farewell for LTC Reistag.

Lieutenant Colonel Risner is the Commander, 23d Space Operations Squadron, 50th Space Wing, Air Force Space Command, New Boston Tracking Station, NH.  As the Comman-der, he is responsible for the operation and maintenance of one of eight Air Force satellite command and control stations which directly support U.S. Strategic Command by providing satellite command and controlling capabilities Department of Defense (DoD), national and civil satellite control centers operating over 140 intelligence, weather, navigation, warning and communica-tion satellites.  He also serves as installation commander, responsible for facilities and natural resources valued at over $106 million and encompassing over 2,800 acres.  He commands more than 130 military, DoD civil service and contractor personnel and executives a $7.9 million budget annual.
Colonel Risner was a distinguished graduate of the Reserve Office Training Corps at the University of South Alabama in 1991.  He is a Distinguished Graduate of the Air Force Squadron Officer School and is a graduate of the inaugural class of the Joint Advanced Warfighting School.  Colonel Risner held a variety of assignments at the squadron, major command, and headquarters levels.  His operational assignments include Satellite Command and Control, Intercontinental Ballistic Missiles, and Spacelift.  His staff assignments include Headquarters Air Force Special Operations Command, Headquarters U.S. Air Force, and Headquarters Joint Chiefs of Staff.  He wears the Master Space Badge and Basic ICBM Badge.
The 23d SOPS is the largest AFSCN Remote Tracking Station, providing on-orbit tracking, telemetry, command and mission data retrieval services to support DoD, NASA’s space shuttle and allied spacecraft.  The squadron also operates and maintains a defense Satellite Communications System earth terminal, hosts

and supports a Small Earth Terminal as well as a Defense Meteorological Satellite Program Enhancement terminal for the National Oceanographic Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).

Satellite support operations at New Boston Satellite Tracking Station began April 1, 1960, using van-mounted equipment.  Simultaneous with van operations, the installation of equipment in permanent facilities began under the Weapons Systems 117L program.  Van operations were gradually phased out and by June 1964, the entire station was operating in permanent facilities.  By the summer of 1964, the station had dual satellite tracking, telemetry, and commanding capabilities.  The squadron was transferred to Air Force Space Command and the station moved from a research and development environment into the operational Air Force on October 1, 1987.  23d SOPS was realigned under the 50 NOG March 10, 2004, and the station celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2009.
